(7) Briefly explain the regulation in clear and nontechnical language. (100 words or less)

This proposed rulemaking effectuates 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 (relating to licensure by endorsement) for applicants
licensed in other jurisdictions where the licensure requirements are substantially equivalent to or exceed those
established by the board. The board is required to determine methods of demonstrating competency, including
completion of continuing education or experience in the profession or occupation for at least 2 of the
preceding 5 years, and must establish, by regulation, the expiration of provisional endorsement licenses. This
proposed rulemaking sets forth eligibility criteria for licensure by endorsement, the specific methods required
to demonstrate competency, and requirements for provisional endorsement licenses.

(8) State the statutory authority for the regulation. Include specific statutory citation.

Section 3111(a) of 63 Pa.C.S. requires licensing boards and commissions to issue a license, certificate,
registration or permit to an applicant provided the applicant meets certain criteria for eligibility. The board
is proposing regulations to implement § 3111 (a)(1)—(5), relating to information required to determine:
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whether another jurisdiction is substantially equivalent; the methods of competency; whether an applicant
has committed an act that would be grounds for refusal, suspension or revocation of a license, certificate,
registration or permit to practice in the profession or occupation in this Commonwealth, and whether such
acts should be an impediment to licensure; whether an applicant has had disciplinary actions taken in
another jurisdiction and whether such discipline should be an impediment to licensure; and the fee as
established by the board/commission by regulation. 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111(b) also requires boards and
commissions that issue provisional licenses, certificates, registration or permits to set the expiration of the
provisional endorsement license by regulation. The act of July 1, 2020, (P.L. 575, No. 53) added 63
Pa.C.S. § 3111 as part of the consolidation of the act of July 2, 1993 (P.L. 345, No. 48) (Act 48) into Title
63, Chapter 31 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated Statutes. The text of 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 was originally
added to Act 48 by the act of July 1, 2019 (P.L. 292, No. 41) (Act 41). This rulemaking effectuates Act
41.

Section 3 of the Assessors Certification Act (63 P.S. § 458.3) grants the board the authority to “promulgate
rules and regulations consistent with the statutes of this Commonwealth to administer and enforce the
provisions of this act.” Section 506 of the Admin. Code (71 P.S. §186) empowers the heads of all
administrative departments, the several independent administrative boards and commissions, the several
departmental administrative boards and commissions to prescribe rules and regulations not inconsistent
with law, for the government of their respective departments, boards, or commissions.

(9) Is the regulation mandated by any federal or state law or court order, or federal regulation? Are there
any relevant state or federal court decisions? If yes, cite the specific law, case or regulation as well as,
any deadlines for action.

Section 3111(a)(5) of 63 Pa.C.S. requires the board to set the fee to be charged by regulation and 63
Pa.C.S. § 3111(b)(2) requires the board to set an expiration of the provisional endorsement license. Section
2 of Act 41 directed that each licensing board and commission promulgate final regulations implementing
Act 41. Otherwise, it is not mandated by any Federal or state law or court order, or Federal regulation.

(10) State why the regulation is needed. Explain the compelling public interest that justifies the
regulation. Describe who will benefit from the regulation. Quantify the benefits as completely as
possible and approximate the number of people who will benefit.

The regulation is needed to implement 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 to provide for licensure by endorsement as a
Certified Pennsylvania Evaluator to applicants from other states, territories and countries. Act 41 was
enacted due to a recognition that licensed professionals from other jurisdictions have difficulty obtaining
a license to practice in this Commonwealth. Section 3111 eliminates unnecessary barriers to licensure for
citizens from other jurisdictions and for military personnel and their spouses while maintaining sufficient
safeguards to ensure public protection. Section 3111 enables boards and commissions under the Bureau
of Professional and Occupational Affairs (Bureau) to issue a license by endorsement, and further provides
for a provisional endorsement license to quickly move these professionals into the workforce without
unnecessary delays, which reduces the barriers to employment.

Since the effective date of Act 41 (August 30, 2019), the board has received and considered one
application. In this instance, the board issued 1 provisional license. Based upon the number of applications
received, the board estimates receiving less than five applications on an annual basis.




The applicable fee for licensure by endorsement under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 is the same as the application
fee for Certified Pennsylvania Evaluators in 49 Pa. Code § 36.6 (relating to fees), which is currently $55
on the board’s fee schedule.

(11) Are there any provisions that are more stringent than federal standards? If yes, identify the specific
provisions and the compelling Pennsylvania interest that demands stronger regulations.

There are no federal standards applicable to the subject matter of the regulation.

(12) How does this regulation compare with those of the other states? How will this affect
Pennsylvania’s ability to compete with other states?

This regulation will not adversely affect Pennsylvania’s ability to compete with other states. The purpose
of 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 is to make it easier for out-of-state applicants, including military spouses, who have
an out-of-state professional or occupational license to work in Pennsylvania. The purpose of 63 Pa.C.S. §
3111 is to reduce barriers to employment, which will make Pennsylvania more competitive. Section 3111
and the board’s proposed regulations will encourage skilled workers and their families to move to
Pennsylvania, which will enhance the workforce, provide more talent for businesses, and help grow
Pennsylvania’s economy. One of the surrounding states also has similar laws and regulations for licensure
by endorsement in the property assessment field.

In comparing the proposed regulation to other states, the board researched states in the Northeastern region
of the United States (Delaware, Maryland, New Jersey, New York, Ohio, and West Virginia). The board
identified two other States (New Jersey and Ohio) that have a comprehensive license by endorsement law
that is applicable to the various professional licensing boards in the State. Similar to 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111,
New Jersey and Ohio require its professional licensing boards to issue a license to any person who holds
a current professional or occupational license in good standing whose licensure standards are substantially
equivalent to the current standards of the State. New Jersey and Ohio require applicants to demonstrate
competency through experience in the practice of the profession within 5 years prior to the filing of the
application. The board’s proposed regulation would allow for additional methods of competency,
including completion of continuing education. Thus, the board’s competency requirements are similar to
New Jersey and Ohio, and even provide for more ways to demonstrate competency. Additionally, unlike
the board’s proposed regulations, New Jersey does not provide discretion to issue a discretionary
provisional license.

The board also researched whether other appraiser/assessor state boards have similar licensure by
endorsement laws and regulations applicable to the property assessment profession. The purpose of the
research was to compare licensure by endorsement laws and regulations applicable to the property
assessment profession by the following criteria: eligibility requirements (substantial equivalence or other
standard); competency methods; and provisional licenses, including expiration of the provisional license.

Licensure of property assessors is mandatory in Delaware, New Jersey, New York and West Virginia.
Licensure is not required for property assessors in Maryland and Ohio. While New Jersey has licensure
by endorsement laws and regulations applicable to most state licensed professions, it does not extend to
assessors in New Jersey.

In Delaware, property assessors are required to be certified under the State Council on Real Estate
Appraisers. While there are no specific appraiser or assessor regulations concerning licensure by
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endorsement, licensure by reciprocity for appraisers is based on substantial equivalency or a minimum of
5 years’ experience since licensure. Additionally, there are no specific regulations concerning provisional
licenses for appraisers or assessors.

In New Jersey, property tax assessors are required to be certified under the State Division of Taxation —
Property Administration. New Jersey does not offer licensure by endorsement or reciprocity and does not
offer provisional licenses for property tax assessor certification. In order to qualify to take the State
examination for certification, tax assessors in New Jersey are required to be at least 21 years of age, have
a 4-year diploma, and either a 4-year college degree or 4 years of experience in appraisal or property tax
assessment.

In New York, in order to be appointed or elected as a local government property tax assessor, individuals
must be certified by the commissioner of taxation and finance. Those seeking certification as an assessor
must meet minimum qualification standards and either take a basic course of training with examinations
or pass a comprehensive examination conducted by the commissioner. While the laws do not include
provisions for reciprocity or endorsement for assessor certification, the commissioner is able to waive
training and examination requirements for individuals who are members of or hold designations through
specific state, national or international professional associations. Also, while provisional licenses are not
extended through regulation, the commissioner may grant a temporary certificate for assessors who are
still pending certification due to reasons outside of their control. The duration of temporary certification
is through the date of the needed training or examination. If permanent tax assessor certification is not
filed by the temporary certification expiration, the appointment will be revoked.

In Maryland, property tax assessors are appointed under the Director of the State Department of
Assessments and Taxation and supervised by the State Supervisor of Assessments and the assessments
area supervisors. There is no licensure or certification for assessors in Maryland and though licensure as
an appraiser may be preferred, it is not required. Appointed assessors are professionals that are competent
and experienced in assessment of commercial or industrial property. The minimum education or
experience qualifications for assessors are set by the Secretary of Budget and Management. The Director,
after consultation, may adopt regulations that permit the substitution of building trades or real estate
experience for any educational qualifications. Recently, the minimum qualifications for assessors were 4
years of appraisal experience involving the valuation of real property, with possible substitution by a
Bachelor's degree from an accredited college or university. The preferred qualifications include any
relevant coursework in Math, Engineering, Business, or Real Estate, appraisal experience involving the
valuation of real property, and a license in an associated professional field (Real Estate Sales License,
Real Estate Broker License, or Appraiser License).

In Ohio, property tax assessors or evaluators are not a state registered or licensed profession. County
auditors, assistant assessors, and county boards of revision perform the duties relating to the assessment
of property for taxation or the levy or collection of taxes which the State Department of Taxation directs.
The county auditors are the assessors for each county and are elected officials (a term is 4 years) that are
responsible for the tax assessments within the counties of Ohio and supervised by the tax commissioner
of the Ohio Department of Taxation. Within the first year of the term, county auditors are required to
complete 16 hours of continuing education and another 8 hours by the end of the 4-year term.

In West Virginia, county assessors and their staff (including appointed deputy assessors) are required to
be certified through the Department of Tax and Revenue’s property valuation training and procedures
commission, which training is administered under the Tax Commissioner. County assessors are elected
for a 4-year term of office and must be a resident of the county. Certification is given after participating
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in a training program which meets the basic criteria set by the property valuation training and procedures
commission. There is a probationary status of six months for county assessors and staff, who have not
participated in the training program. In order to maintain the certification, continuing training sessions for
all assessors and staff are required and held at least once a year. Given the nature of property tax
assessment in West Virginia, it would be reasonable to assume that county assessors and their staff may
have appraiser credentials, but outside of West Virginia’s Real Estate Appraiser Board, there are no laws
or regulations concerning endorsement or reciprocity for assessors. Though there is a probationary status
for assessors and staff pending certification under the Department of Tax and Revenue, this is not
equivalent to a provisional license since these offices are by election or appointment.

Based on this information, the board does not believe the proposed regulation will not put this
Commonwealth at a competitive disadvantage. To the contrary, by allowing applicants to become licensed
through endorsement, this Commonwealth provides additional opportunities for licensure as compared to
most of the surrounding states. Additionally, by offering provisional licenses, which allows an applicant
to hold a provisional license while the applicant is satisfying the remaining requirements for licensure by
endorsement, this Commonwealth will be at a competitive advantage over surrounding states.

(13) Will the regulation affect any other regulations of the promulgating agency or other state agencies?
If yes, explain and provide specific citations.

This rulemaking does not affect other regulations of the board or other state agencies.

(14) Describe the communications with and solicitation of input from the public, any advisory
council/group, small businesses and groups representing small businesses in the development and drafting
of the regulation. List the specific persons and/or groups who were involved. (““Small business” is defined
in Section 3 of the Regulatory Review Act, Act 76 of 2012.)

The board discusses its regulatory proposals at regularly scheduled public meetings of the board.
Representatives of the professional associations representing the regulated community routinely attend
those meetings.

In accordance with the requirements of Executive Order 1996-1 (4 Pa. Code §§ 1.371—1.382), the board
sent an exposure draft of this proposed rulemaking to interested parties. A copy of the board’s list of
regulatory stakeholders is included as “Attachment A.” At the September 30, 2020, public meeting, the
board considered the written comments and information submitted to the board in response to the exposure
draft. The stakeholders’ comments were generally supportive of the proposed regulation. One commentor
qualified his support by stating that individuals should be considered for licensure by endorsement
provided they have to sit for the examination, expressing concern about the competency of applicants who
might have been grandfathered into assessor jobs with minimal requirements and no examinations. The
exposure draft and the proposed regulation would require all candidates to demonstrate competency by
passing a board-approved skills examination in addition to meeting experience or continuing education
requirements; therefore, the concern of the commentor was addressed by the board. The board also
discussed this proposed rulemaking in its November 20, 2025 public meeting.

(15) Identify the types and number of persons, businesses, small businesses (as defined in Section 3 of
the Regulatory Review Act, Act 76 of 2012) and organizations which will be affected by the regulation.
How are they affected?




For purposes of this rulemaking, the board estimates that less than five individuals will apply for licensure
by endorsement on an annual basis.

According to the Small Business Administration (SBA), there are approximately 1,169,008 small
businesses in Pennsylvania, which is 99.6% of all Pennsylvania businesses. Of the 1,169,008 small
businesses, 230,244 are small employers (those with fewer than 500 employees) and the remaining
938,764 are non-employers. Thus, the vast majority of businesses in Pennsylvania are considered small
businesses.

According to the Pennsylvania Department of Labor and Industry in 2020 (the most recent year for which
data is available), property appraisers and assessors provide their services for a variety of private and
public sector employers nationally. In the public sector, licensees are often employed in local government,
excluding education and hospitals, such as county tax assessor, property assessor or appraiser, or real
property assessor or appraiser. In the private sector, licensees are employed as self-employed workers, in
real estate companies, and in finance and insurance companies in positions, such as property assessor or
appraiser, or real property assessor or appraiser.

Small businesses are defined in Section 3 of the Regulatory Review Act (71 P.S. § 745.3) which states
that a small business is defined by the SBA’s Small Business Size Regulations under 13 CFR Ch. 1 Part
121. These size standards have been established for types of businesses under the North American
Industry Classification System (NAICS). In applying the NAICS standards to the types of businesses
where many real estate assessors and appraisers work, small businesses in the category of “offices of real
estate appraisers” (NAICS code 531320) have a threshold of $8 million or less in average annual receipts,
which also includes self-employed professionals who obviously work in small businesses. “Offices of real
estate agents and brokers” (NAICS code 531210) have a threshold of $9.5 million or less in average annual
receipts and “other activities related to real estate” (NAICS code 531390) have a threshold of $19.5
million. Under the category of insurance and finance, the small business threshold ranges from $47 million
with “real estate credit” (NAICS code 522292) to $25 million with “claims adjusting” (NAICS code
524291), to “insurance agencies and brokerages” (NAICS code 524210) at a $15 million threshold for
small businesses. In considering all of these small business thresholds set by NAICS for the businesses in
which real estate assessors and appraisers may work, it is probable that, outside of public sector positions
with governmental entities, most of the licensed real estate assessors and appraisers work in small
businesses.

Based on this variety of employers, the board believes that most property assessors in Pennsylvania who
do not work for a governmental entity are working in small businesses. The board does not collect
information on the size of the businesses where its licensees are employed. However, for purposes of
determining the economic impact on small businesses, the board must assume that a large number of its
licensees who do not work in government either are or work for small businesses as that term is defined
by the SBA and Pennsylvania’s Regulatory Review Act.

This rulemaking only affects individuals who apply for licensure by endorsement. These individuals
would be impacted by the $55 fee to apply for licensure. This fee is the same amount as applicants who
apply for initial licensure under the act. Whether small businesses will be impacted by the regulations
depends on whether the businesses would pay the application fee for licensure by endorsement and
whether employers voluntarily pay the costs of completing competency requirements, which include
completion of continuing education courses and passing a board-approved skills examination. Because
the application fees and other costs are incurred by individuals applying for initial licensure by
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endorsement, any business (small or otherwise) could avoid these costs by requiring employees to pay
their own licensure costs.

The board believes that the proposed rulemaking will have a positive impact in that it is implementing 63
Pa.C.S. § 3111, which provides an additional pathway to certification that previously did not exist.

(16) List the persons, groups or entities, including small businesses, that will be required to comply with
the regulation. Approximate the number that will be required to comply.

Applicants for licensure by endorsement as a property assessor/evaluator will be required to comply with
the proposed rulemaking. The board estimates less than five licensure by endorsement applications a year
for this profession. Small businesses will only be impacted to the extent they voluntarily pay licensure
fees and other costs for applicants.

(17) Identify the financial, economic and social impact of the regulation on individuals, small
businesses, businesses and labor communities and other public and private organizations. Evaluate the
benefits expected as a result of the regulation.

The Commonwealth will benefit from licensure by endorsement under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111. The purpose of
63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 is to make it easier for out-of-state applicants, including military spouses, who have an
out-of-state professional or occupational license to work in Pennsylvania. Another purpose of 63 Pa.C.S.
§ 3111 is to reduce barriers to employment, which will make Pennsylvania more competitive.
Consequently, 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 and the board’s regulations will encourage skilled workers and their
families to move to Pennsylvania, which will enhance the workforce, provide more talent for businesses,
and help grow Pennsylvania’s economy.

The citizens of the Commonwealth will also benefit from the enhanced workforce and growth in economy
while still having assurance of a level of competence similar to existing licensees in this Commonwealth.
The board has selected methods of competence, including: 1) active engagement in the practice of property
assessment for at least 2 of the 5 years preceding the filing of the application and achievement of a passing
score on a board-approved skills examination, and 2) completion of 28 hours of continuing education
during the 24 months immediately preceding the filing of the application and achievement of a passing
score on a board-approved skills examination. These methods assure competency because they show that
the applicant has the requisite knowledge and skill to practice as a Certified Pennsylvania Evaluator. In
particular, the requirement that all endorsement applicants take a board-approved skills examination
ensures that the applicant has specific knowledge and understanding of Pennsylvania-specific property
assessment issues.

The financial impact of the regulation falls primarily on the applicants and the board. Individuals seeking
licensure by endorsement will incur costs associated with qualifying for and obtaining a license. As noted
above, an applicant applying for licensure by endorsement under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 would be required to
pay the $55 application fee, which covers the costs of processing the application. This application fee is
the same as the application fee for Certified Pennsylvania Evaluators. Applicants who choose to show
competency by taking continuing education will have to pay the fees for continuing education courses.
All applicants must pay the examination fee for the board-approved skills examination in order to fulfill
competency requirements, which is $125. For foreign applicants, if the other law, regulation or other rule
is in a language other than English, § 36.226(a)(1)(ii) would require the applicant to have it professionally
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translated at the applicant’s expense. To date, the board has not yet received any applications from foreign
applicants.

The positive impact for the applicants is that 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 and the proposed regulation provides a
new pathway to licensure that did not previously exist.

(18) Explain how the benefits of the regulation outweigh any cost and adverse effects.

As previously discussed, 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 benefits this Commonwealth and its citizens and individual
applicants wishing to obtain licensure. The costs associated with obtaining licensure are outweighed by
the need of the board to set fees to cover its costs for processing applications to maintain the fiscal integrity
of the board, and by the equity of assessing the costs of processing applications to the applicants
themselves, as opposed to the existing licensee population bearing these costs through increased biennial
renewal fees. The General Assembly contemplated and weighed the impact of imposing fees on applicants
in 63 Pa. C. S. § 3111(a)(5) against the benefits of providing an additional pathway to licensure to
individuals from other jurisdictions. While avoiding economic impact to applicants is always preferable,
the General Assembly recognized that boards fees are necessary in order to pay for the costs associated
with the filing of applications. Additionally, whether an applicant obtains licensure by examination or by
endorsement, applicants pay the same application fees (i.e. application fee, Criminal History Record
Check (CHRC) fee); therefore, for the most part, any additional cost to the licensure by endorsement
applicant is minimal.

Regarding the cost of translating the law, regulation or other rule to English, this is a necessary part of the
application process. If the board is unable to understand the other jurisdiction’s requirements, it will not
be able to determine whether those requirements are substantially equivalent. The board has only received
one application for licensure by endorsement, which did not incur the cost of translating the law, regulation
or rule to English. The board does not anticipate that many applicants will incur this cost. Nevertheless,
the board would anticipate the cost for translation to be $25 per page.

Regarding costs associated with demonstrating competency, the board is authorized to select the
appropriate method of competency under 63 Pa. C.S. § 3111(a)(2) and has provided applicants with two
alternatives. Applicants who demonstrate competency through experience in the practice of property
assessment for at least 2 of the 5 years immediately preceding the filing of their application will incur no
costs to demonstrate competency. Applicants who demonstrate competency by completing 28 hours of
continuing education during the 24 months immediately preceding the filing of their application, will incur
minimal costs to complete necessary continuing education. Whether proving competency by experience
or education, applicants also must pass a board-approved skills examination; thus, they must pay the
examination fee. The modest cost of the examination fee is outweighed by the important function of the
board in safeguarding the public, enhancing professional accountability and managing the integrity of
licensure standards.

(19) Provide a specific estimate of the costs and/or savings to the regulated community associated with
compliance, including any legal, accounting or consulting procedures which may be required. Explain
how the dollar estimates were derived.

An individual applying for licensure by endorsement under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 will incur some costs,
including paying the $55 application fee and the costs associated with demonstrating competency. Since
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the effective date of Act 41, the board has received one licensure by endorsement application. During this
period, the total costs incurred for application fees was $55. Based upon this information, the board
anticipates less than five licensure by endorsement applications per year, which will result in approximate
application costs in the amount of $275 annually.

Applicants who choose to demonstrate competency through continuing education will have to pay the cost
of registration for 28 credit hours of continuing education courses. At an estimate of $30 per credit, the
cost for 28 credit hours of continuing education courses would be $840. This would result in approximate
continuing education costs of $4,200 annually if all five applicants chose to demonstrate competency
through continuing education. Since all applicants will have to demonstrate competency by passing a
board-approved skills examination, they will have to pay the $125 examination fee. This will result in
approximate examination costs in the amount of $625 annually if five individuals apply and show
competency through either method.

(20) Provide a specific estimate of the costs and/or savings to the local governments associated with
compliance, including any legal, accounting or consulting procedures which may be required. Explain
how the dollar estimates were derived.

The regulation would not result in costs or savings to local governments.

(21) Provide a specific estimate of the costs and/or savings to the state government associated with the
implementation of the regulation, including any legal, accounting, or consulting procedures which may
be required. Explain how the dollar estimates were derived.

The board will incur some operational costs to implement the licensure by endorsement under 63 Pa.C.S.
§ 3111. The costs incurred by the board should be recouped in the form of application fees paid by the
applicants.

(22) For each of the groups and entities identified in items (19)-(21) above, submit a statement of legal,
accounting or consulting procedures and additional reporting, recordkeeping or other paperwork,
including copies of forms or reports, which will be required for implementation of the regulation and an
explanation of measures which have been taken to minimize these requirements.

There should be no legal, accounting or consulting procedures associated with this rulemaking. Like all
other applicants under the board, affected individuals will be required to submit an application for
licensure accompanied by required documentation.

(22a) Are forms required for implementation of the regulation?

Yes, applicants are required to submit an online application. An application can be submitted by using the
Pennsylvania Licensing System (PALS) website, at www.pals.pa.gov. The applicant will create an
account, and then will be guided through the application process by answering a series of questions. Any
supporting documents may be uploaded directly to the system and will be part of the application.

The Bureau uses an online platform for the submission of applications for licensure through PALS, which
also encompasses applications for licensure by endorsement under 63 Pa. C.S. § 3111. Within the online
platform, applicants are asked a series of questions. Applicants are asked if they are currently licensed in
another jurisdiction and the type of license for which they are applying. Applicants currently licensed in
another jurisdiction, which is defined in the proposed rulemaking as another state, territory or country, are
directed to submit a copy of the current applicable law, regulation or other rule governing licensure,
certification, registration or permit requirements and scope of practice in the jurisdiction that issued the
license, translated into English if needed. Applicants are required to indicate whether they have been
disciplined by the jurisdiction in which they are licensed or any other jurisdiction. Applicants with
disciplinary history must upload appropriate documentation related to the discipline.

Applicants will have to submit a background check — currently a Pennsylvania Criminal History Records
Check (CHRC) obtained from the Pennsylvania State Police (PSP) or an FBI Criminal History Record
Information (CHRI) report, and a recent CHRC from the state police or other state agency for every state
in which the individual has lived, worked, or completed professional training/studies for the past 5 years.
Background checks are required for all applicants regardless of method for licensure; therefore, this is not
an additional cost for licensure by endorsement. Based upon the above, applications are forwarded to the
board, if necessary, to determine eligibility under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111. The Bureau is working towards
creating a more detailed electronic application process specific to 63 Pa. C.S. § 3111 applications, which
will decrease the need for manual review of applications. The board attaches a paper application which
will be the basis for developing the electronic licensure by endorsement application. (See Attachment

The State Board of Certified Real Estate Appraisers (board) proposes to amend Chapter
36, Subchapter C by proposing to amend § 36.201 (relating to definitions) and to add §§ 36.226
and 36.227 (relating to licensure by endorsement) to read as set forth in Annex A.
Effective date

This proposed rulemaking will be effective upon publication of the final-form rulemaking
in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.
Statutory Authority

Section 3111 of Chapter 63 of the Pennsylvania Consolidated Statutes (relating to licensure
by endorsement) requires licensing boards and commissions to “issue a license, certificate,
registration or permit to an applicant to allow practice in this Commonwealth” provided the
applicant meets the following criteria: “[h]olds a current license, certificate, registration or permit
from another state, territory or country” whose licensing “requirements are substantially equivalent
to or exceed the requirements... in this Commonwealth;” “demonstrates competency;” “[h]as not
committed any act that constitutes grounds for refusal, suspension or revocation of a license,
certificate, registration or permit to practice that profession or occupation in this Commonwealth,
unless the board or commission determines” such conduct is not an impediment to granting the
“license, certificate, registration or permit”, “[i]s in good standing and has not been disciplined by
the jurisdiction that issued the license, certificate, registration or permit, unless the... board or...
commission determines” such conduct is not an impediment to granting the “license, certificate,
registration or permit” and the applicant pays fees, as established by regulation. Additionally, 63
Pa.C.S. § 3111 authorizes boards and commissions to “issue a provisional license, certificate,
registration, or permit” while an applicant is satisfying the remaining requirements for licensure

by endorsement, for which the board must set by regulation the terms of expiration.



16A-7024 — Licensure by Endorsement
Proposed Preamble
April 14, 2026

The act of July 1, 2020 (P.L 575, No. 53) added 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 as part of the
consolidation of the act of July 2, 1993 (P.L. 345, No. 48) (Act 48) (repealed) into 63 Pa.C.S.
Chapter 31 (relating to powers and duties). The text of 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 was originally added to
Act 48 by the act of July 1, 2019 (P.L. 292, No. 41).

Section 3 of the Assessors Certification Act (63 P.S. § 458.3) grants the board the authority
to “promulgate rules and regulations consistent with the statutes of this Commonwealth to
administer and enforce the provisions of this act.” Section 506 of the Admin. Code (71 P.S. §186)
empowers the heads of all administrative departments, the several independent administrative
boards and commissions, the several departmental administrative boards and commissions to
prescribe rules and regulations not inconsistent with law, for the government of their respective
departments, boards, or commissions.

Background and Need for the Amendments

This proposed rulemaking is needed to effectuate 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111, which requires the
board to issue a license or certificate to applicants who meet the requirements for licensure by
endorsement as set forth in 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111(a)(1). Under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111(a)(1), the board
must determine whether standards for licensure are substantially equivalent to or exceed those
established by the board. Additionally, 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111(a)(2) requires the board to determine the
methods of competency, including completion of continuing education or experience in the
profession or occupation for at least 2 of the 5 years immediately preceding the filing of the
application, and must establish, by regulation, the expiration of the provisional endorsement
license. This proposed rulemaking sets forth the criteria for eligibility for licensure by endorsement
as a Certified Pennsylvania Evaluator, including the specific methods required for an applicant to

demonstrate competency. It also sets forth the requirements for granting a provisional endorsement

In accordance with the requirements of Executive Order 1996-1 (4 Pa. Code §§ 1.371—
1.382), on July 28, 2020, the board sent an exposure draft of this proposed rulemaking to interested
parties. At the September 30, 2020, public meeting, the board considered the written comments
and information submitted to the board in response to the exposure draft. The stakeholders’
comments were generally supportive of the proposed regulation. One commentor qualified his
support by stating that individuals should be considered for licensure by endorsement provided
they have to sit for the examination, expressing concern about the competency of applicants who
might have been grandfathered into assessor jobs with minimal requirements and no examinations.
The exposure draft and the proposed regulation would require all candidates to demonstrate
competency by passing a board-approved skills examination in addition to meeting experience or
continuing education requirements; therefore, the concern of the commentor was addressed by the
board.

Description of the Proposed Amendments

The board proposes to amend § 36.201 (relating to definitions) by adding a definition for
the term “jurisdiction” consistent with 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111. Proposed § 36.226 (relating to licensure
by endorsement) requires an applicant to satisfy six criteria required for licensure by endorsement.
Under subsection (a)(1), an applicant shall have a current license, certification, registration or
permit in good standing to practice property assessment in another jurisdiction whose standards
are substantially equivalent to or exceed standards established by the board under section 6 of the
act (63 P.S. § 458.6) and § 36.221 (relating to qualification for certification as a Pennsylvania
evaluator). Proposed subsection 36.226(a)(1) further requires an applicant to submit a copy of the

current applicable law, regulation or other rule governing licensure, certification, registration or
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permit requirements and scope of practice in the jurisdiction that issued the license, certificate,
registration or permit. This proposed rulemaking would also require that the copy of the applicable
law, regulation or other rule include the enactment date. Additionally, because 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111
is applicable to territories and other countries that use languages other than English, where the
applicable law, regulation or other rule is in a language other than English, the board would require
translation of the applicable law, regulation or other rule by a professional translation service at
the applicant’s expense.

Proposed § 36.226(a)(2) requires demonstration of competency. Under this provision, an
applicant would be required to provide proof of competency by demonstrating either: 1) experience
in the practice of the profession and a passing score on the board administered Certified
Pennsylvania Evaluator by Endorsement Exam or another equivalent board-approved skills
examination; or 2) completion of continuing education and a passing score on the board
administered Certified Pennsylvania Evaluator by Endorsement Exam or another equivalent
board-approved skills examination. To demonstrate competency by experience, an applicant must
demonstrate active engagement in the practice of the profession for at least 2 of the 5 years
immediately preceding the filing of the application under a license, certificate, registration or
permit in a substantially equivalent jurisdiction, or jurisdictions, that issued the license, certificate,
registration or permit. To demonstrate competency through completion of continuing education,
an applicant must submit proof of completion of 28 hours of continuing education that meets the
requirements of §§ 36.261 and 36.262 (relating to continuing education requirements; and
continuing education subject matter). The continuing education must be completed during the 24
months immediately preceding the date of the application. The board proposes completion of the

continuing education within 24 months immediately preceding the date of the application because
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a 24-month limitation correlates with the board’s biennial renewal continuing education
requirement.

The board also proposes to require a passing score on the board-administered Certified
Pennsylvania Evaluator by Endorsement Exam or other equivalent board-approved skills
examination, when demonstrating competency by either experience or continuing education. The
Certified Pennsylvania Evaluator by Endorsement Exam is a 40-question examination that covers
Pennsylvania-specific property assessment issues, Pennsylvania law and regulations, and the
Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice (USPAP). The board recognizes that
requirements for evaluators or tax assessors vary from state to state, particularly concerning
calculation of property taxes. The Certified Pennsylvania Evaluator by Endorsement Exam will
ensure that the applicant has the requisite competence to practice in the Commonwealth as an
evaluator.

Proposed subsections (a)(3) and (4) incorporate the statutory prohibitions in 63 Pa.C.S. §
3111 pertaining to conduct that would constitute grounds for refusal, suspension or revocation of
a license, certificate, registration or permit to practice the profession or occupation, and prior
discipline by the jurisdiction that issued the license.

Proposed subsection (a)(5) provides for the payment of an application fee, as required by
63 Pa.C.S. § 3111(a)(5). The applicable fee for licensure by endorsement under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111
is the same as the application fee for Certified Pennsylvania Evaluators in § 36.6 (relating to fees),
which is currently $55 on the board’s fee schedule.

Next, proposed § 36.226(a)(6) requires applicants to satisfy application requirements, as
set forth Subchapter C in the manner and format prescribed by the board. In proposed subsection

(b), the board may require a personal interview or additional information to assist the board in
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determining eligibility and competency. When a personal interview is necessary, the applicant may
request the interview to be conducted by video teleconference for good cause shown.

Consistent with 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111(a)(3) and (4), proposed subsection (c) authorizes the
board, in its discretion, to determine that an act prohibited under section 7 of the act (63 P.S. §
458.7) or disciplinary action by a jurisdiction are not impediments to the granting of a license,
certification, registration or a permit by endorsement under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111. The board routinely
considers whether discipline or prohibited acts are impediments to licensure. The types of things
it considers include the facts and circumstances surrounding the prohibited act or disciplinary
action; an increase in age or maturity of the individual since the date of the prohibited act or
disciplinary action; disciplinary history or lack of disciplinary history before and after the date of
the prohibited act or disciplinary action; successful completion of education and training activities
relating to the prohibited act or disciplinary action; and any other information relating to the fitness
of the individual for licensure.

Furthermore, consistent with section 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111(b), proposed § 36.227 provides that
the board, in its discretion, may issue a provisional endorsement license while an applicant is
satisfying remaining requirements under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 and proposed § 36.226. Proposed §
36.227(b)(1) sets the expiration of a provisional endorsement license at 1 year, unless the board
determines that an expiration date of less than 1 year is appropriate. Additionally, upon a written
request, the board may extend the term of the license upon a showing of good cause. Proposed
subsection (c) sets forth reasons for which a provisional endorsement license will be terminated
by the board, including when the board denies or grants a license, when the provisional
endorsement licensee fails to comply with the terms of a provisional endorsement license or upon

expiration of a provisional endorsement license. Finally, proposed subsection (d) clarifies that

while an individual may reapply for a license by endorsement under proposed § 36.226, the board
will not issue a subsequent provisional endorsement license to an applicant who previously held a
provisional endorsement license that expired or was terminated.
Fiscal Impact and Paperwork Requirements

This proposed rulemaking will have no adverse fiscal impact on the Commonwealth or its
political subdivisions. The costs to the board related to processing applications for licensure by
endorsement will be recouped through fees paid by applicants. Applicants who apply for licensure
by endorsement will be impacted by the $55 initial application fee in § 36.6 and the expense
associated with demonstrating competency be either experience or continuing education and
achievement of a passing score on the Certified Pennsylvania Evaluator by Endorsement Exam or
other board-approved skills examination. Those who choose to demonstrate competency by
completing 28 hours of continuing education will also have to incur the continuing education
expenses. This expense is incurred by all certificate holders under the board, who are required to
complete 28 classroom hours of continuing education as a condition of renewal for the next
biennial renewal period.
Sunset Date

The board continuously monitors the cost effectiveness of the board’s regulations.
Therefore, no sunset date has been assigned.
Regulatory Review

Under section 5(a) of the Regulatory Review Act (71 P.S. § 745.5(a)), on April 14, 2026,
the board submitted a copy of this proposed rulemaking and a copy of a Regulatory Analysis Form
to the Independent Regulatory Review Commission (IRRC) and to the Chairpersons of the

Professional Licensure Committee of the House of Representatives (HPLC) and to the
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Chairpersons of the Consumer Protection and Professional Licensure Committee of the Senate
(SCP/PLC). A copy of this material is available to the public upon request.

Under section 5(g) of the Regulatory Review Act, IRRC may convey comments,
recommendations or objections to the proposed rulemaking within 30 days of the close of the
public comment period. The comments, recommendations or objections shall specify the
regulatory review criteria in section 5.2 of the Regulatory Review Act (71 P.S. § 745.5b) which
have not been met. The Regulatory Review Act specifies detailed procedures for review, prior to
final publication of the rulemaking, by the board, the General Assembly and the Governor.

(a) Requirements for issuance. To be issued a license by endorsement under 63 Pa.C.S. §

3111 (relating to licensure by endorsement), an applicant shall satisfy all of the following

conditions:

(1) Have a current license, certification, registration or permit in good standing

to practice property assessment in another jurisdiction whose licensure standards are

substantially equivalent to or exceed those established under section 6 of the act (63

P.S. § 468.6) and § 36.221 (relating to qualifications for certification as a Pennsylvania

evaluator) of this subchapter. The following apply:

(i) An applicant shall submit a copy of the current applicable law,

regulation or other rule governing licensure, certification, registration or

permit requirements and scope of practice in the jurisdiction that issued the

license, certificate, registration or permit.

(i) If the applicable law., regulation or other rule is in a language other

than English, at the applicant’s expense, the applicable law, regulation or

other rule shall be translated by a professional translation service and verified

to be complete and accurate.

least 2 of the 5 vears immediately preceding the filing of the application with

the board and achievement of a passing score on the board administered

Certified Pennsvlvania Evaluator by Endorsement Exam or another

equivalent board-approved skills examination.

(i) Completion of 28 hours of continuing education that meet the

requirements of 88 36.261 and 36.262 (relating to continuing education

requirements: and continuing education subject matter) during the 24 months

immediately preceding the date of the application and achievement of a

passing score on the board administered Certified Pennsylvania Evaluator by

Endorsement Exam or another equivalent board-approved skills examination.

§ 36.227. Provisional Endorsement License.

(a) Provisional endorsement license. The board may, in its discretion, issue a provisional

endorsement license to an applicant while the applicant is satisfving remaining requirements

for licensure by endorsement under 63 Pa.C.S. § 3111 (relating to licensure by endorsement)

and § 36.226 of this subchapter.

(b) Expiration of a provisional endorsement license.

(1) An individual holding a provisional endorsement license may practice for up

to 1 vear after issuance of the provisional endorsement license. The board. in its

discretion, may determine that an expiration date of less than 1 vear is appropriate.

2) Upon a written request and a showing of good cause, the board may grant an

extension of no longer than 1 vear from the expiration date of the provisional

endorsement license.
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(c) Termination of a provisional endorsement license. A provisional endorsement license

terminates if any of the following occurs:

(1) The board completes its assessment of the applicant and denies or grants the

license.

2) The holder of the provisional license fails to comply with the terms of a

provisional endorsement license.

(3) The provisional license expires.

(d) Reapplication. An individual may reapply for licensure by endorsement under §

36.226 of this subchapter after expiration or termination of a provisional endorsement

license: however, the board will not issue a subsequent provisional endorsement license.
